Transferring Data to the new phone

This phone supports dual Nano SIM cards or one nano SIM with a Micro SD card
(but can’t support both card2 and Micro SD card), and supports card 1/ card 2 /
Micro SD card hot plug. In the boot state, the phone automatically recognizes card 1
/ card 2 / Micro SD card when they are inserted.
