Google keeps you updated with the latest news happening in the world. You can
view Google anywhere on your device and get information by this search engine.
Your bookmarks, browsing history, and settings across all devices on which the
browser is installed can be synchronized with your Google Account.

9.2 Play Store

Serves as the official app store for the Android operating system, allowing users
to browse and download applications and games. Applications are either free of
charge or at a cost.

In the Play Store, search for the app you need, download it and then follow the
installation guide to install the app. You can also uninstall, update an app, and
manage your downloads.

9.3 Chrome

Using the Chrome browser, you can enjoy surfing the Web. Your bookmarks,
browsing history, and settings across all devices with the browser installed can be
synchronized with your Google Account.
